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1.0 Purpose

1.1 To define the operating procedures for the DYMAX model 38100 – 5000-EC UV Curing Flood Lamp system.

2.0 Scope

2.1 The Dymax 5000-EC is a general-purpose UV light source with an effective curing area of approximately 5”x5”.
3.0 Associated Materials and Equipment
3.1 Sample for curing.
4.0 Safety
4.1 Approved Protective UV glasses / goggles.
5.0 Procedures
5.1  Turn the unit on by press the power “ON” switch located on the left front of the power supply panel. The switch will light up to indicate that the power is ON.
5.2 After the lamp has ignited, allow 5 minutes for the lamp to reach its maximum output intensity.

5.3 Open door and pull the tray out then place sample on the center of the tray. Slide the tray back into the chamber.

5.4 Close the door.

5.5 To start the expose process, set the rocker switch to either Manual or Time. If using Time, set the timer to the desired exposure time then press the Actuate button.

5.6 If using Manual exposure, press the Actuate button until desired time is achieved then release the Actuate button to stop. 

5.7 Remove sample from the chamber by sliding the tray out.
5.8 Turn the unit off by pressing the power button “OFF”.
