Fire or explosion may result. Unit contains components that may ignite such materials. Use appropriate hand and eye protection when handling hazardous chemicals.
4.0 OPERATING PROCEDURES
4.1 Setting the Temperature
4.1.1 To set the temperature, turn the HEAT dial clockwise to the desired setting.

4.1.2 Maximum temperature is 400oC.
4.1.3 When choosing a set point, the display will flash until the desired temperature has stabilized. Allow approximately 10mins.
4.2 Hot Plate shut-off procedure
4.2.1 To discontinue heating, turn dial counter-clockwise to OFF.
4.2.2 The “CAUTION – HOT TOP” indicator illuminates when the plate reaches 50oC.
